Principal’s Report:
Ms. Addis reported that the WASL testing was going well.  Next year the testing will occur from 5/12/09 through 5/28/09, testing next year will be 75 minutes a day, three days a week.  The district will be piloting online testing in certain schools.  The budget survey was forwarded and Ms. Addis encourages all to give their input by filling out and submitting the survey.  The impact of next years budget is unclear however it could include staff cuts so it is pertinent for all to voice their opinions and get involved.  All volunteers are invited to the Volunteer Tea which is scheduled for June 4th at 3:30pm.  Some suggestions were provided to increase attendance at the Tea such as, a personal invite, recognizing the girl scouts troupe who helped out during the holidays, inviting the Starbucks volunteers and Reading Express volunteers.  Celebration of Learning will occur on May 7th at 6:30pm, followed by an ice cream social.  Ms. Addis is excited for the students to showcase their great work, all are invited to attend.

President’s Report:

Christie announced that the auction was a success.  There are still some outstanding bills; however, they are looking at a potential net of mid to upper $20,000.  Ms. LeBar is hopeful in the next week to have more firm numbers.  She thanked everyone who attended the auction and added to its success.  PTA Convention is the first weekend in May.  Hazelwood will be accepting two awards, one for 100% attendance and one for communication.  There are many committee chair openings for next year, everyone is encouraged to volunteer.  There is a 09’/10’ school year PTSA budget planning meeting scheduled for April 22nd.  The current Executive Committee, next years Executive Committee, Principal Addis and possibly Ms. Dean will all be in attendance, any fresh new ideas are encouraged.
Secretary’s Report:

The March 10th minutes were accepted as written.  Ms. Talbert thanked Jane Keskimaki for covering for her at the March 10th meeting during her absence.

Treasurer’s Report:

Mr. Manson reported it was a very busy, productive month.  PTSA had roughly a net of $31,000 in deposits.  There was some discussion regarding the budget handout provided at the meeting.  The portion of the budget handout that listed Newcastle City Grant funding will be removed as it was left over from last years budget, and no social service grants were awarded this year by the city.  Funds from the recent Castle Ice Night have not been received as of yet, Ms. LeBar will follow up on that.  The school play did a fantastic job and earned over $3000 for PTSA.
Vice President’s Report:

Nancy reminded everyone that Staff Appreciation week is 5/4 to 5/8.  The staff’s “favorite things” are listed on the website and the list is a great way to search for gift ideas.

Julie reported on how fun and successful the school play was.  There was a fantastic crowd and performance.  A suggestion was made for next year to involve the whole school and have an encore performance at the school so everyone can participate.

Christie spoke about the upcoming 5th Grade Recognition Plant Sale, Car Wash and Bake Sale which will take place from 9 to 2 at Renton Academy on May 9th.  At the next PTSA meeting on May 12th we will be presenting the budget for the 09’/10’ school year, everyone is encouraged to attend to achieve a strong attendance.
