President Erica Floyd welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Secretary’s Report:  The December minutes were approved as written.
Treasurer’s Report:   Stephanie Chen highlighted revenues for the month as follows: $870 from the holiday plant sale, $745 from the Fun Run, $2090 for yearbook presale. Expenses included $3000 for Reading Express and $600 for Community Service. The report will be filed for financial review.

Principal’s Report:  58 students attended the first Student Council meeting. The student council will focus on cultural awareness this year. They received a $1000 Circle of Giving grant, which will go toward student-chosen art to represent various cultures and also for t-shirts for student council members. January 26 will be the first Spirit Day--Pajama Day. 

Upcoming assemblies will focus on diversity. There will be a two-day disability awareness program. A Gospel choir will perform on Feb. 22. Later in the year there will programs featuring Japanese drummers, African cultures, and an end-of-the-year dance.

The December sing-along was discussed. Please do not park in the fire lanes at any time, including special events. During the sing-along, vehicles responding to a 911 call were unable to find parking. Parents are encouraged to carpool to events, such as the upcoming MLK Day program. Also, parents and students are reminded to use their best “assembly manners” (polite applause) vs. “sporting event manners” (hooting and hollering).

Vice Presidents’ Reports:

Erica Floyd spoke for Susan Hanneman, who is unable to attend regular meetings, but continues to work in the background on several projects for the PTSA. Holly Baker and Deana Mellinger announced that Pancake Breakfast is on track for February 6. Items for Basket Bonanza are due January 26. Misuk Lee was thanked for her work on the holiday plant sale.

Gretchen Paletta:  Reflections students will be recognized on Thursday during the Martin Luther King Day program. Christina Mason and Mark Smith will be chairing the talent show. Jane Keskimaki thanked all who contributed to the holiday gift drive. Community Service clothing and blanket drive will start January 19 and conclude February 8. A donation box will be in the corridor. Items will be donated to Renton Clothes Bank and Hazelwood families in need.

Marybeth Voss:  Lisa Morris is chairing the Science Fair scheduled for May 4.  We hope to have a Science Night program with Pacific Science Center.

President’s Report:  Focus Day in Olympia is January 18. Gretchen will send out information for those wishing to carpool. The governor’s budget proposes $6.1 million cut. It will affect all districts, many programs, and class sizes. The Washington State PTSA website has more information. All are encouraged to attend Focus Day to support our schools.

The winter program was discussed.

The election of a nominating commitee was postponed until the February meeting. The nominating committee consists of three members who recruit and present a slate of candidates for next year’s Executive Team. The nominating committee may not include the current President or members of last year’s committee (Marybeth Voss, Gretchen Paletta, Jane Keskimaki). The slate must be presented at the March meeting.

With no further PTSA business, Karen Slattergren of Positive Parenting presented a program on bringing out the best in our children. The program was sponsored by the PTSA in an effort to support all parents at Hazelwood. The program concluded at 8:30.
