PTSA General Meeting

March 10, 2010, 7:00 p.m.

Hazelwood Elementary School

President Erica Floyd welcomed all to the meeting.

Principal’s Report: Mrs. Farnsworth asked Mrs. Magnuson to report on PE Night. Mrs. Magnuson reported that the turnout was great, with over 50 kids/school in attendance. Mrs. Farnsworth noted that Mrs. Magnuson has been nominated for a “Head of the Class” award.

Family Reading Night will be Thursday, March 12, at 6:30 p.m. Teachers will be reading stories in their classrooms. In the Commons, a story will be read in Spanish followed by the main author presentation. Each child will also be allowed to select a free book to take home. McKnight 5th grade parent night happens to be the same evening.

Community meetings will be held to explain new boundaries within the district proposed for next year. There may be small changes to the Hazelwood boundaries. The meeting dates are as follows:  Wednesday, March 31, at 7 p.m. at Dimmitt Middle School cafeteria and Thursday, April 1, at 7 p.m. in the Hazen High School library. Mrs. Farnsworth presented the school’s emergency preparedness plan. The school is in need of tarps to shelter students should the need arise. The PTSA and parents have provided adequate food, water, and medical supplies, which are stocked in the supply container. 

Erica Floyd noted that Sherran Croy, originally scheduled to speak at this meeting, is unable to attend. Her presentation on helping students with math has been rescheduled for the April 13 meeting from 7:00-7:45. The business portion of the meeting will immediately follow.

Secretary’s Report: Quorum for the meeting was met. February meeting minutes were presented for review and accepted as written.

Treasurer’s Report: Stephanie Chen presented the Financial Report. Because of a clerical error, the February report will be represented for approval at the April meeting. It was proposed that a new budget line item be added under Community Service to account for money taken in for disaster relief and subsequently donated, as was done with our Haiti relief efforts. The Executive team strongly feels such efforts are consistent with the mission of PTSA to engage children in understanding and empathy for others. Jim Grossnickle moved to add the budget line for disaster relief. Gretchen Paletta seconded, and the motion was carried.

Nominating Committee Report: Cheryl Hughes indicated that a candidate for president is still needed. Please contact Erica Floyd if interested. The slate will be posted on the PTSA website and the door of the PTSA room on March 29. The election will be held at the next meeting, April 13, at 7:00 p.m.

Legislative Update: Jim Grossnickle reported that the Renton School District budget survey results are in. The area of least priority as rated by survey participants was transportation. Potential changes to bus transportation and related concerns were discussed. Potential class size increases/teacher cuts were also discussed.
