Executive Committee Meeting

November 5, 2009, at 7:00 p.m.

In attendance: Erica Floyd, Gretchen Paletta, Stephanie Chen, Marybeth Voss, Jane Keskimaki

Erica announced that Christie Kejriwal will take over yearbook duties for Andrea Sanders if necessary. 

Membership: We have 426 members currently. An additional 60 will be needed to meet 100% membership in the spring.

Erica will send out a flyer next week advertising the PTSA website and asking families to send their email information if they are interested in receiving PTSA e-bulletins. They do not need to be members of the PTSA in order to receive the bulletins.

The Student Directory has gone to printer. It will be ready for distribution soon.

Fun Run prizes are here. We have taken in $5,647 in checks and $145 in credit cards so far. Marybeth will contact Melissa about prize distribution dates.

PACE has become a passive fundraising campaign; therefore, no presentations will be made in classrooms. Flyers will go home with students. Some families have been automatically renewed. Erica recommended that next year’s Executive Committee decide in early spring how to proceed with PACE. 

The Carnival/Dance netted between $2500 and $2600. In addition, 73 bags of food and 3 Safeway gift cards were collected for the food drive. At the next PTSA meeting Marybeth will officially thank the many committee members in addition to Julie Collins and Lisa Tintinger who headed up the carnival for the second year.

Michelle Taylor and Roxanne Gierek will chair the spring fundraiser. Erica and Gretchen will meet with them Saturday morning to work out details. Gretchen presented the idea of combining the Talent Show with the Spaghetti Feed/Auction. The event will most likely take place in late April.

Science Night has been approved. It will be scheduled after spring break. Lisa Morris will check on price for Pacific Science Center to present a program. 

Students who participated in Reflections will have the opportunity to present their work at December’s PTSA meeting. Pat Hayes will work out refreshments (ice cream?) for the kids. Executive Committee members usually provide refreshments for the meeting. There will be a Reflections Assembly in January.

Jane will start working on Thanksgiving sorting next week. Wish lists have been distributed to families. Gift request tags will be in the display case by conference time, it is hoped. Reusable bags are needed to package food for families.

Cindy Huse has $260 in additional receipts from last year’s Staff Appreciation. This year it is critical that at least one email reminder be sent regarding due dates for receipts. Chairs also need to be reminded that remaining budget does not carry over to the next school year. Any change over $50 need an amendment to the budget. Paring down the Staff Appreciation week, especially the espresso cart, was discussed. All VPs were asked to remind their chairs to get receipts in in a timely manner.

We currently have three business sponsorships: Newcastle Fitness, Java Jolt, and Dr. Nordberg. Java Jolt will provide refreshments at the next PTSA meeting.

Erica recommended we start planning a cultural event for next fall. Sayoko Era Mohan is interested in chairing.

The parent education program “Finding the Positive in your Child” will take place at the January PTSA meeting. The cost of the program is $200.

Staff Appreciation will provide dinner to staff on November 19 during conferences. 

The Renton Schools Foundation will have a dinner on November 30. Erica will attend remaining council meetings, with attendance optional for other Exec Committee members. Erica would like us to engage with other PTSA’s to learn from their best practices and exchange information.

Jane will contact Holly Baker regarding providing Pancake Breakfast vouchers to families in need. PTSA will cover her additional costs.

Providing holiday assistance to those at Renton Academy. Jane will contact Ed Aronwald for direction.
