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Minutes

Hazelwood PTSA General Meeting

October 13, 2009, at 7:00 p.m.

President Erica Floyd welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Principal’s Report:

Cindy Farnsworth gave an update on the Summit Grant. Classroom walk-throughs have been taking place to obtain data that will then ben compared with test results. Hazelwood has a new writing curriculum this year as well as some additional science kits. The second unit of Positive Action involved healthy self concept and included a martial arts demonstration and lesson in P.E. classes. Several assemblies have been planned. One will focus on the problem of bullying. Another will be a cultural event. The students are also on their way to earning an “I See You” award assembly. The School Improvement Plan has three goals:  literacy, math, and equity and access. Report cards in the district have been updated and will more accurately reflect what is being taught. Scores will be based on a 1-4 rubric basted on state and district standards. Picture day will be October 14.

Secretary’s Report:

The September minutes were approved as written.

Treasurer’s Report:

Stephanie Chen reported that last month $5751 came in, mostly from membership and employee gift matching. A $1000 scholarship was paid. The year-to-date net is $1806, with $6422 year-to-date income and $4616 year-to-date expenses. The report will be filed for financial review.

Five areas were proposed to be amended on the current budget. They are as follows:

Classroom reimbursements to be decreased by $810 from $11,100 to $10,290 due to fewer staff than anticipated.

Staff Appreciation to be increased from $1000 to $2000.

PTSA  Administrative Office Supplies to be increased from $200 to $350.

Guest Speaker Programs to be increased from $50 to $200.

End-of-year Field Day event to be increased from $100 to $200.

Jim Grossnickle moved to accept the budget amendments. Gretchen Paletta seconded the motion. Motion carried. Budget will be amended.

Membership:

Erica Floyd reported the PTSA currently has 408 members and there are 481 students at Hazelwood. The goal is one member per student.

Vice Presidents’ Reports:

Gretchen Paletta introduced Pat Hayes who will be co-chairing the Reflections program with Gretchen. This year’s theme is “Beauty is.....’’ Information will be distributed to teachers and is available on the PTSA website, www.hazelwoodptsa.org. The deadline for submissions is November 13.

Jane Keskimaki, Community Services Chair, reported that the annual food drive will kick off at the Harvest Carnival and Dance on October 30. The PTSA expects to be supporting about 20 families for Thanksgiving and winter holidays this year. A donation box in the school lobby will be available to accept nonperishable items through mid-November. All food collected will go directly to Hazelwood families in need.

Mary Beth Voss recapped the Fun Run, which was a success. Money is still coming in, and the deadline will be extended through October 23. Sayoko Era Mohan has been working hard on Mustang Clothing. A new logo was developed and flyers have been sent home. Clothing samples are on display in the corridor. Renee Barger reported that planning for the October 30 Harvest Carnival and Dance is well underway. Flyers will be going home this week. Again this year wristbands will be sold. Those who donate food will be given $5 off the cost of a wristband.

Susan Hanneman was not in attendance; however, Erica Floyd reported that Freebie Fundraising’s PACE program will kick off at the end of the month. Presentations will be made in classrooms and information will come home with students.

President’s Report:

Erica Floyd stated that e-notices will be forthcoming from Gretchen Paletta. Erica thanked Gretchen for her efforts. Erica also thanked Brian Sanders for his work on the website. Tonya Bunnell was also thanked for taking on the position of Hoofbeats editor. The first edition will come out this week. 

Jim Grossnickle and Erica Floyd attended the Legislative Assembly on October 2-3. The WA PTSA voted to oppose 1033, which would result in school funding reductions. Information is available on the state PTA website under advocacy. There will be a candidate forum on October 15 at 7 p.m. a the Newcastle Golf Club. Another candidate forum will take place in at the Newport Hills Community Church on October 20 at 7 p.m. Focus Day at the State Capitol Building will be January 18. Children’s activities will be available.

Those who volunteer frequently are asked to have a photo taken on Picture Day or retake day in order to get a volunteer badge. 

Volunteers are needed for Hazelwood’s vision screening day, October 21. Contact Erica Floyd or the office. 

A volunteer is sought to take on the poinsettia and wreath sale, a fundraiser in November and early December. Contact Erica Floyd if interested.

A survey will be sent to membership about preferences for guest speaker topics at an upcoming meeting. The program will be open to all families.

The Spring Fundraiser was discussed. Erica proposed four options, including the traditional auction, a cultural event/auction, a cultural event with an “ask” for donations, and a spaghetti feed. A survey of the membership will be forthcoming to determine the preference and direction for this year.
