P HOENIX RISING SA NCTUARy - Nurturing Humanity through Horses & Nature

As a little girl,
living in the
suburbs of the
city, I used to
dream of living
on a farm with
I longed to

a horse of my own.
learn how to ride and to have the

chance to see horses gallop
through wide open pastures with
their manes and tails playing in the
breeze. Needless to say, my child-
hood dream never came to pass, in
fact, my love for animals and in-
tense curiosity for horses was
squashed, contained and put away.

Presently, I have come full circle
and have been given the gift to
celebrate my love for animals and
to breathe life into my curiosity of
the horse - human connection. I
have found the opportunity to vol-
unteer with horses and learn from
the girls who love them. Through a
course of conscious choices, educa-
tional endeavors, and intentional
conversation, I have found the
most beautiful place on
earth. Phoenix Rising Sanctuary.

Phoenix Rising is located in Duvall,
Washington on sixty acres of pas-

ture land. They are a not-for-
profit 501(3)(c) organization that
is dedicated to horse rescue and
providing young girls the opportu-
nity I didn't have. A place to find
themselves. The Sanctuary is a
safe, peaceful place girls can go to
work, learn about horses, ride, and
to embrace their natural sense of
leadership. As the girls work di-
rectly with the horses they dis-
cover a sense of empowerment and
inner strength, while being a com-
mitted partner to their horse,
they gain compassion and curiosity
for those outside of themselves.

In addition fo their commitment to
the girls, Phoenix Rising is dedi-
cated to rescuing PMU horse ba-
bies from slaughter. These horses
are the casualty of the pharmaceu-
tical industry and the production
of the drug Premarin, an estrogen
product made from Pregnant
Mare's Urine (PMU). This drug is
prescribed for estrogen replace-
ment therapy to relieve hormonal
deficiency symptoms associated
with menopause or hysterectomy.

Sadly, the majority of these beau-
tiful horse babies end up in foreign

meat markets. Here, at Phoenix
Rising Sanctuary, the horses are
provided a new life. Each baby is
gentled, trained and loved by the
girls in the program until their new
owners find them at the sanctuary,
however long that takes.

Lynn D Stiles, the owner of Phoe-
nix Rising provides numerous pro-
grams for girls to learn, work and
ride ranging from ages eight to
eighteen. To learn more about the
